For the purpose of the Census, disabled persons are defined as persons who:
1) are blind, deaf, or have a severe vision or hearing impairment;
2) have a condition that substantially limits one of more basic physical activities such as walking,
climbing stairs, reaching, lifting, or carrying; and/or
3) because of a physical, mental, or emotional condition lasting 6 months or more, have difficulty:
a) learning, remembering, or concentrating;
b) dressing, bathing, or getting around the home;
¢) going outside the home alone to shop or visit a doctor's office; or
d) working at a job or business.

Although Census information regarding disabilities contains sub-categories, such as 16 to 20 year olds, it
does not contain a sub-category that excludes 16 and 17 year olds or includes only persons 18 years of age
and older.

CI indicates confidence interval. The confidence interval describes the level of uncertainty of an estimate
of a population and specifies the range in which the true value is likely to fall. Because the estimate is based
upon a sample rather than observations from the entire population, there is a degree of uncertainty
associated with the description of the population. The confidence interval calculated on
DisabilityStatistics.org is based on a 95% level of significance, which means there is a 95 percent chance
that the true value falls within these boundaries. The lower bound is calculated by subtracting the
confidence interval from the population estimate and the upper bound is calculated by adding the
confidence interval to the estimate.
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
