*The pollsite turnout of voters with disabilities who will wish to vote via DRE assistive devices is unpredictable. Disability advocates in NYC say that 20% of
voters have disabilities that prevent them from voting without direct human assistance on our current lever machines, and assert that, if we have DREs with 
assistive devices, these voters would choose to use them. In other jurisdictions the turnout of such voters has been low, in some cases as low as zero.
